2022 -2023 Budget Review:  Treasurer PDP Linda Chamberlain

The report shows the actual figures as of May 23, 2023, which was the date the report was prepared.  Monies collected here at the Convention for the scholarship fund and the raffle tickets are not reflected in the report.  Our current net ordinary income will change once the fundraiser raffle ticket monies and any donations made during the Convention are deposited. All necessary checks to be paid for this (FY) Fiscal Year will be cut prior to the close of the Convention.  

Proposed Budget for 2023-2024
The proposed 2023-2024 Budget to include the proposed income and proposed expenses for FY 23-24 was reviewed.    
Under the Income Section, the Miscellaneous Sales line item will be changed to Fundraisers for better tracking. The current Proposed Budget reflects a minus bottom line (net ordinary income). The proposed Budget will be updated and will be voted on later in the week. 

Convention Committee Report:

· The league is asking that we pull our Auxiliary raffle tickets at their meeting on Saturday at 1:00 PM. 

· The league’s Veterans and Youth raffle tickets will not be pulled until June 17th.  We are all invited to go but they are streaming it as well.
· The league will have a new commandant at the end of this convention.  We will have two female commandants going forward if all works as expected.  They are focusing on budget updates. They will be proposing a change to the lunch donations that we have been receiving at the GAP.  They are proposing that the first $125 go to the league and the Auxiliary would get the remainder. The lunch will continue to be at a cost of a $5 minimum donation. They would like us to do the hospitality room at Grantville in October. We will not be doing lunch the following day.  The League would handle the alcohol and Lisa S. can get the soda and water.  We can have wraps and sandwiches and bring in various salads as sandwiches and sides.

Comments:

Convention Guest - National President PDP Linda Chamberlain: 

· She has had fun during her almost year term.  She is still working on putting her roster together.
· We are way behind on cookbook recipes.  The date has been extended until June 8th.  At this time there were less than 30 recipes submitted.  The instructions have been updated and are no longer so difficult to do.  This is the National HQ fundraiser. The money that is made from this cookbook is money we will use to offset the expense of the National secretary coming to the National convention.
· It is to our advantage to have the National Secretary at the convention.  She is there to help all officers with various tasks that may come up. 
· Question on Ship Store orders.  Do you have any idea on the turnaround time on ordering a cover? What is the alternative to having a cover when you are no longer in office?  Can you get a refund?  President Linda advised that if you don’t have your name on the cover, you should be able to turn it in and get a refund. 

· Have you ordered any patches recently?  Please check the spelling of Auxiliary on any patches you have ordered.  It was recently found that the spelling was incorrect.  (National Secretary) Ramona knows who ordered patches and will be sending out replacements as soon as they come in. 

· If you get any logos on your shirts, make sure they are coming from a company that is on the authorized list.  The EGA (Eagle, Globe and Anchor) is the official Marine Corps trademark and is only allowed to be printed by an approved vendor.

· Everything must be made by in the USA.  

· The Department of PA insulated bags that were distributed today have the EGA on them and were made in China. It was advised that the Department SVC stated they had to get special permission. We need to speak to her about the special permission. Four Imprints is on the approved list.  We need to talk to SVC Diana to see what she had to do to get these bags.  If we can, it is possible that we can reorder our Insulated tote bags.
· President Linda advised that we could call Ramona to see if the vendor we wish to purchase an item from is on the approved list.  SVP Dottie Sanning will ask COO Bob Borka if the approved list can be made available to us.  
· There was a discussion on the shirts for the Oklahoma convention.  A Marine offered to provide the shirts, but he was not on the approved list and was not able to do so. 

· It is difficult to have anything printed with the word Marine on it.

· National SVP Dottie brought up additional information on the National Recipes.  She advised that recipes need to be submitted with a name.   The limit so far is three recipes per person. The left side of the screen will tell you how to put in your measurements.  They are very specific.
