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Indiantown Gap National Cemetery – October 2025 
 

The expansion of the Cemetery continues. 15,700 Gravesites & niches are being 
added over 27 acres at a cost of $38 million. The most visible improvements will be seen 
at the entrance and the Honor Guard facility – which is expected to be available in January 
2026. The target for completion is March 2027 with the next expansion planned for 2038. 

In addition to the main project, work is continuing to replace the maintenance facility 
which was damaged in a fire this spring. A temporary facility is now in place. 

The Pennsylvania Memorial is open to the public after an extensive refurbishment, but 
the fountains have been taken off-line. Plans (and fundraising) for repairs are being 
formulated.  

The Cemetery is coming into one of its busiest periods with the support of the Memorial 
Council: 

The Annual Veterans Day event will be held Sunday, November 9 beginning at 2pm 
at the Pennsylvania Memorial. Contact me for additional information or visit the Memorial 
Council website at indiantowngapncmc.org. Off-site parking is available and encouraged. 

The Avenue of Flags is being maintained by a cadre of volunteers through November 
15 when the flags will be put into storage for the winter. Those wishing to assist with 
FLAGS DOWN should gather at the Pennsylvania Memorial by 9am. 

Please remember that as your Detachment or other organizations conduct flag 
retirement ceremonies, you are asked to recover any interment flags that are collected.
