2024-2025 Budget Review: Treasurer PNP Linda Chamberlain:

The report shows the actual figures as of the date the report was prepared June 25, 2025, Explanations of actual income and expenses were given. The net income shows a negative balance which will change following the convention when the raffle ticket and other money collected is deposited. 
2025-2026 PROPOSED BUDGET: Treasurer PNP Linda Chamberlain
The proposed budget was read with a bottom line reflecting a negative net income which will change as we go through the fiscal year. The proposed budget will be voted on tomorrow prior to the close of business. 
Chaplains Report – PNEDVP PDP Syd Minchin:  

The names of the deceased Auxiliary members since the 2024 convention were read. 
Members Sick in Distress or Deployed: 

· Shirley Beaver’s husband Dean was hospitalized due to a fall. Prior to his discharge he developed a blood infection requiring his being moved to another facility for six (6) weeks of intravenous therapy. He is currently in rehab, and it appears he will be there for some time.

· Gary Anspach from the Susquehanna Valley Detachment had a lawn tractor roll over on him and required surgery. 
· NEDVP PNP Moyse read a note from PDP Carol Corley stating Neil averages three to four falls a week from his Parkinson’s. He is having therapy at home through the VA, who wanted him to go for inpatient therapy however this is not covered by his insurance. 
· ANEDVP PDP Karen Mastriania will find out on Monay if the doctor can buy her some more time or if she will need to have her right hip replaced sooner than later. She also reported PDD Mike Mastriania has been having a problem with his hand and arm and may need carpal tunnel surgery.

Guest Speaker: Tom McIlwee – Morgan Stanley
General Fund: Cash is at 4%, Equities are at 66.7% and our Fixed Income & Payments are at 29.3%. Tom would like to see us round this number back up to 65/35. The bigger adjustment will be in Equities by doing something similar to what we have done in the Mary Cody fund. The Mary Cody fund is split 8.4% Cash, 63% Equities and 29% Fixed Income & Payments. PDP Gensel asked about income into the Mary Cody Fund. Tom reported that the Withdrawals for 23/24 noted that money was received into the account since the disbursement was only $50. No monies were deposited in FY 24-25 per the treasurer.

Guest Speaker: Commandant Diana Henry:

· Commandant Henry stated it was an absolute pleasure to serve as the Department of Pennsylvania Commandant and to work with us and see the accomplishments we have made and thanked us for our support during her term as Commandant.

Staff Meetings:

Winter 2026 – lunch will be the annual Chili Cook Off. The Auxiliary is welcome to submit an entry. 
Spring 2026 – lunch is open – do we want to do this again? NEDVP PNP Moyse will ask the girls from Keystone HQ if they would once again provide croissant sandwiches, with the Auxiliary providing the sides and desserts.

JVP Hartman asked if there was some type of award/recognition, we could give the Hastings family for providing lunches for the March meetings. Mobility scooters will be available (possibly for rent?). Check in will be done at a Kiosk, which will give you your room key bracelet.
