A long-planned expansion of the Cemetery is underway. 15,700 Gravesites & niches
are being added over 27 acres at a cost of $38 million. The most visible improvements
will be seen at the entrance. The target for completion is March 2027 with the next
expansion planned for 2038.

The water fountains inside the PA Veterans Memorial located on the grounds of the
Indiantown Gap National Cemetery are over 20 years old and unserviceable. They need
to be rebuilt. This project is estimated to cost $300,000 to complete, and this is beyond
the funding available for routine maintenance and upkeep.
